Cooperation and support to Scouting and Guiding in your country 

 In 2025, the Maldives Scout and Guide Fellowship (MSGF) strengthened its support to scouting 
by actively promoting and reviving pioneering skills among Scouts and Guides. MSGF members 
conducted pioneering projects in Haa Alif and Raa Rasmaadhoo, taking initiative to reintroduce 
hands-on scouting skills that had been gradually declining.  

Building on previous efforts, MSGF continued engaging with scout groups by supporting 
practical learning experiences and skill-based activities. These initiatives were well received by 
Scouts, Guides, and local communities, helping to renew interest in traditional scouting practices 
and strengthen the overall scouting movement in the Maldives.  
 
In 2025, the Maldives Scout and Guide Fellowship (MSGF) extended its cooperation and 
support to the Guiding movement through active participation and contribution to key initiatives. 
MSGF members supported the annual Eid project through donations and volunteer involvement, 
demonstrating solidarity and community spirit. Additionally, members took part in various 
activities and events organized by the Guides, reinforcing collaboration, shared values, and 
continued support for the development of Guiding in the Maldives.

In 2025, the Maldives Scout and Guide Fellowship (MSGF) actively supported the community 
through a range of social, educational, and awareness initiatives. MSGF distributed care 
packages to 30 vulnerable families ahead of Ramadan, following a needs assessment to ensure 
support reached those most in need.  
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The fellowship also conducted a Skill Development Program for Scouts and Guides across 
islands in Haa Alif Atoll, promoting learning and capacity building.  
In addition, MSGF organized workshops and activities that raised awareness on important social 
issues, including women’s participation in the workforce and environmental sustainability.

Through these initiatives, MSGF continued to demonstrate 
strong commitment to community service, empowerment, and social responsibility.
